Vatican International Exhibit of Eucharistic Miracles of the World

 

The Body of Christ Outreach is pleased to host the Vatican International Exhibit of Eucharistic Miracles of the World. This photographic exhibit has been brought to America by The Real Presence Association of Chicago, IL www.therealpresence.org Archbishop Raymond Burke is a member of the Board of Directors of The Real Presence Association.

HISTORY of the EXHIBIT: The origin of the exhibit was a compilation of numerous photographs, images, and historical descriptions developed by a European woman, Antonia Salzano Acutis of the Pontifical Academy Cultorum Martyrum, in cooperation with the Institute of St. Clement I, Pope and Martyr. Monsignor Raffaello Martinelli, an official of the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith, has been a major promoter of the Exhibit. The Real Presence Association was asked to translate this exhibit into English from the original Italian and format it to the current 140 panels. Thanks to the work of a team of American volunteers fluent in the Italian language, the English version is now available for viewing. The first exhibition in the United States was held at Soldiers' Field in Chicago, IL in late autumn 2006. The Body of Christ Outreach, Incorporated, located in the St. Charles, Missouri area, acquired this museum-style exhibit in summer 2007.

DESCRIPTION: The Exhibit consists of a 140 panels explaining 126 principal Eucharistic Miracles that took place throughout the ages in various countries of the world. The panels are approximately 25" x 36" (60cm x 80cm) and made of a heavy plastic. The photographs on the panel consist of colorful current and historical pictures with informative captions that describe the miraculous events along with a short story that explains the miracle.

CHURCH TEACHING: Some Eucharistic miracles shown in this exhibit occurred during times of weakened Faith; others during acts of violence, but always when the Real Presence of Jesus Christ, body and blood, soul and divinity in the Consecrated Host was involved. One of the best-known miracles, that of Lanciano, Italy in 750 A.D. for example, has undergone extensive scientific tests. The current existence of the flesh and dried blood that still exists in the small church in Lanciano some 1200 years later can only be explained as a miracle.

The Catholic Church does not require Catholics to believe in Eucharistic miracles to be saved, but these Eucharistic miracles increase our devotion to the Eucharist because they give us the physical evidence to help us to understand what we can only believe on Faith, and that is the miracle of the Eucharist that takes place at every Mass. At the Consecration of the bread and wine during Mass, Jesus Christ is present in an incomparable way with His Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity. The Eucharistic miracles shown in this exhibition have all been recognized by the local bishops, as noted in CANNON n.1230 ss. Most of the miracle sites have become Eucharistic sanctuaries or shrines.
