However, it is on life sup-
port so 1t will have to be eventually replaced....

Reminder concerning plenary indulgence:

1. A plenary indulgence can be acquired only once mn
the course of the day; a partial indulgence can be
acquired multiple times.

2. The faithful however can obtain the plenary indul-
gence at the hour of death (Apostolic Blessing), even
if they have already gained one on the same day.

3. The work prescribed for acquiring a plenary indul-
gence connected with a church or oratory consists of
a devout visit during which the Ouwur Father and the
Creed are recited, unless other directives have been
laid down.

4. To gain a plenary indulgence, in addition to exclud-
g all attachment to sin, even venial sin, it 1S neces-
sary to perform the indulgenced work and fulfill the
following three conditions: sacramental confession,
Eucharisic Communion, and prayer for the mten-
tions of the Sovereign Pontiff.

5. A single sacramental confession suffices for gaming
several plenary indulgences, but Holy Communion
must be received and prayer for the mtention of the
Holy Father must be recited for the gaining of each
plenary indulgence.

6. The three conditions may be fulfilled several days
before or after the performance of the prescribed
work; it 1s, however, fitting that Communion be re-
ceived and the prayer for the intention of the Holy
Father be said on the same day the work 1s per-
formed.

The condition of praying for the intention of the
Holy Father 1s fully satisfied by reciting one Qur Father
and one Hail Mary, nevertheless, one has the option or
reciting any other prayer.
