Welcome to St. Rose 

This community was established by Bishop 

George Lucas, former Bishop of Springfield, in the 

fall of 2008 for the celebration of the extraordinary 

form of the Roman Missal (Traditional Latin 

Mass). If you are not familiar with this rite, do not 

hesitate to ask for help from the ushers. 

To follow the liturgy on Sunday, you need a red 

booklet (pews) and the Sunday proper leaflet 

(vestibule). For sung Masses, you may also wish to 

take a hymnal (vestibule) to sing along. 

On weekdays, you need a Latin-English Missal. 

They are available at Poppeõs in Quincy & St. John 

Fisher Bookstore in Jacksonville (see back of bulle-

tin). You may also follow the ordinary in the red 

booklet. 

Do not hesitate to make the responses along with 

the altar boys, if you are able to do so. 

To join the St. Rose of Lima Chaplaincy, please 

call the parish office at 217-222-2511 or mail one 

of the cards found in the back of the Church. 

On Sundays and Holy Days, please come and 

join us after Mass in the Church hall for coffee 

and donuts. 



 Pope Leo XIII established this feast honoring the 

Holy Family to remind families of the sacredness of the 

family and to present the Holy Family as the model for 

all Catholic families. Pope Benedict XV extended this 

feast to the universal Church. By decree of the Congrega-

tion of Rites in 1921, the feast of the Holy Family is cele-

brated on the first Sunday after the feast of the Epiphany.  

 òNo one can doubt that in this Holy Family was dis-

played every virtue which can be called forth by an ordi-

nary home life, with its mutual services of charity and its 

practices of godly piety, since the Holy Family was des-

tined to be a pattern to all othersé To all fathers of fami-

lies, Joseph is verily the best model of paternal vigilance 

and care. In the most holy Virgin Mother of God, moth-

ers may find an excellent example of love, modesty, res-

ignation of spirit, and the perfecting of faith. And in Je-

sus, who was subject to His parents, the children of the 

family have a divine pattern of obedience which they can 

admire, reverence, and imitate... 

 When Jesus, Mary, and Joseph are invoked in the 

home, charity is likely to be maintained in the family 

through their example and heavenly intercession ; a good 

influence is thus exerted over conduct ; the practice of 

virtue is thus incited ; and thus the hardships which are 

everywhere wont to harass mankind, are both lessened 

and made easier to bear.ó
