Welcome to St. Rose 

This community was established by Bishop 

George Lucas, former Bishop of Springfield, in the 

fall of 2008 for the celebration of the extraordinary 

form of the Roman Missal (Traditional Latin 

Mass). If you are not familiar with this rite, do not 

hesitate to ask for help from the ushers. 

To follow the liturgy on Sunday, you need a red 

booklet (pews) and the Sunday proper leaflet 

(vestibule). For sung Masses, you may also wish to 

take a hymnal (vestibule) to sing along. 

On weekdays, you need a Latin-English Missal. 

They are available at Poppeõs in Quincy & St. John 

Fisher Bookstore in Jacksonville (see back of bulle-

tin). You may also follow the ordinary in the red 

booklet. 

Do not hesitate to make the responses along with 

the altar boys, if you are able to do so.

 "May the protection of the Doctor of the Gentiles arm 

us against all adversity".  This unusual Collect marks the 

Sunday of St Paul, in which the Epistle takes an autobio-

graphical turn: some of these incidents are also found in 

the book of Acts.  The Apostle is contrasting himself and 

some rival teachers in Corinth; it seems that the Corin-

thians were making much of these teachers' apostolic la-

bors and of the graces which they had received.  In his 

quick, zigzag train of thought, Paul is "now too much of a 

gentleman to recount his services, now too much of a 

propagandist to refrain from it; he compromises by mak-

ing himself out a figure of fun" (Msgr. Ronald Knox), for 

instance in the picture of a learned rabbi being lowered in 

a clothes-basket.  St Paul, like Our Lord, did have a sense 

of humor which comes out sometimes, and we miss the 

point if we do not allow for this.  His rivals point out their 

natural advantages: they are Jews, the seed of Abraham, 

the heirs of the promise, and they are also ministers of 

Christ, who have suffered for the Gospel.  But so am I, 

says Paul, and in fact, I can beat them at their own game: I 

am also a Hebrew, a servant of Christ who worries night 

and day about His Church; I can count my sufferings 

higher than they, if we're keeping score.  And when it 

comes to visions, I can qualify on that account too. 

 His point is that neither the advantages of birth or talent, 

nor the humiliations and persecutions, nor the private 

revelations he has received are important: whether he is 

strong or weak, proud or "infirm" (persecuted/humiliated/

scandalized), he has nothing unless it comes from his 

Master.  Whether he preaches well or badly, whether his 

people are open to his message or rebel and look to others 

who are more impressive, whether the authorities are in-

different or hostile, all depends on God, who will make 

things turn out as He wills.  Paul is only an instrument, 

who cannot evaluate his own usefulness.  Nor does he im-

ply here, as he is capable on other occasions, that these are 

false teachers or heretics: the fault lies rather in their hear-

ers, who are only too prone to say, "I like this priest, I 

don't like that one."  Certainly this point has relevance to-

day, in these troubled times for the Church, when we are 

often ready to estimate this or that minister of the Gospel, 

according to whether he does or says what we want or ex-

pect him to.
