This community was established by Bishop 

George Lucas, former Bishop of Springfield, in 

the fall of 2008 for the celebration of the extraor-

dinary form of the Roman Missal (Traditional 

Latin Mass). If you are not familiar with this rite, 

do not hesitate to ask for help from the ushers. 

To follow the liturgy on Sunday, you need a red 

booklet (pews) and the Sunday proper leaflet 

(vestibule). For sung Masses, you may also wish 

to take a hymnal (vestibule) to sing along. 

On weekdays, you need a Latin-English Missal. 

They are available at Poppeôs in Quincy & St. 

John Fisher Bookstore in Jacksonville (see back 

of bulletin). You may also follow the ordinary in 

the red booklet. 

Do not hesitate to make the responses along with 

the altar boys, if you are able to do so. 

To join the St. Rose of Lima Chaplaincy, please 

call the parish office at 217-222-2511 or mail one 

of the cards found in the back of the Church. 

On Sundays and Holy Days, please come and 

join us after Mass in the Church hall for cof-

fee and donuts. 



 ñTwo loves have formed two cities; the earthly by 

the love of self, even to the contempt of God; the 

heavenly by the love of God, even to the contempt of 

self.

 The power which God, at certain appointed times, 

permits and concedes to the devils that they may give 

expression to their hatred of the city of God by stir-

ring up against it those men who are under their influ-

ence, and may not only receive sacrifice from those 

who offer it to them willingly, but may also exact it 

by violence from those who are unwilling--this power 

is not merely found to be harmless but also it is even 

useful to the Church, completing as it does the num-

ber of martyrs whom the city of God esteems as her 

more illustrious and honored citizens, because they 

have striven even to blood in their fight against impi-

ety. If the ordinary language of the church permitted 

it, we might even call these men our heroes. (é) 

 It is by true piety that men of God cast out the hos-

tile power of the air who opposes godliness; it is by 

exorcizing it, not by propitiating it. They overcome 

all the attacks of the enemy by praying to their God 

against him, not by praying to him. For the devil can-

not conquer or subdue any except those who are in 

league with sin; and therefore he is overcome in the 

name of him who assumed a human nature, without 

sin; that being himself both priest and sacrifice, he 

might bring about the remission of sins, he, the me-

diator between God and man, the man Christ Jesus, 

by whom we are reconciled to God, the cleansing 

from sin being accomplished.ò The City of God, St.
