Welcome to St. Rose 

We are proud to celebrate the centennial of our church 

this year. St. Rose is a historical landmark of the city of 

Quincy. This church is considered as representative of 

the Venetian Gothic style: a mix of Gothic, 

Romanesque, and Byzantine styles. The 1912 stained 

glass windows are characteristic of the Munich Pictorial 

Style. This style is characterized by almost lifelike 

images of saints and figures with landscape back-

grounds. 

Before the church was reopened, 3 marble altars, a 

matching altar rail, and a pulpit were installed. On June 

10, 2012, our bishop will consecrate these altars. Do not 

miss this beautiful ceremony! It will begin at 10 AM. It 

will include the celebration of a Pontifical Mass with the 

conferring of the sacrament of confirmation and an 

outdoor procession of the Blessed Sacrament as we 

celebrate the solemnity of Corpus Christi. 

In the fall of 2012, we will begin a thorough restoration 

of our windows. If you wish to know more about this 

project, do not hesitate to take a copy of our Restoration 

brochure in the vestibule of the church and/or to contact 

us. 

As St. Rose Latin Mass Community is not a parish but a 

chaplaincy, when you join it, you remain a member of 

your local parish. To join, just give us a call. After both 

Sunday Masses, the community meets in the hall to 

socialize. Everyone is welcome! Coffee & Donuts are 

available.

From the Chaplainôs Desk: 3rd Sunday of Lent 

"If I, by the finger of God, cast out devils; doubtless the 

kingdom of God is come upon youò 

 

 Why does God allow people to be possessed? One may ask. 

God is all-good and all-loving: how may he allow such a 

terrible reality? First of all, we must not forget that we are all 

free to accept God or refuse him, to love him or not. If anyone 

makes a pact with the devil, one may become possessed. God 

allows it but he does not make it happen. God allows 

possession for a greater good: to remind us that the devil 

exists. The greatest of the devil's tricks is to make people 

believe he doesn't exist, that he is just a figment of their 

imagination. Diabolical possession reminds us that the devil 

exists. The devil is out seeking our damnation like a roaring 

lion looking for a prey (I Peter 5:8-10). 

 Some people sometimes try to justify themselves by saying: 

ñthe devil made me do itò. Let us not deceive ourselves: the 

devil cannot make us sin, he can only tempt us; we always 

remain free to resist or not to his suggestions. The devil 

tempts us and tries to deceive us. Once the most beautiful 

creature (his name is Lucifer, the Light bearer) and the most 

intelligent of all, we must be very careful not to be deceived. 

The devil will tempt us under the appearance of good. He will 

have us believe something wrong in itself becomes right if 

done for a good intention. An intrinsically evil act remains 

evil however good is our reason to do it. 

 Fear the devil but do not become overcome by fear. Christ 

has already conquered him by his own death and resurrection. 

No temptation is too strong to overcome with the grace of 

God. If we happen to fall into the snares of the enemy, let us 

not forget that they can be forgiven through the merits of 

Christ if we have the proper contrition for them. 

 Our Lord Jesus Christ left us behind some wonderful means 

to overcome the devil and avoid falling down into his traps: 

the sacraments and especially the sacrament of penance. 

When we go to confession, we are reconciled with God 

through the merits of Our Lord. Through confession, we 

defeat the devil's tricks by our humility and acknowledgment 

of our faults. The sacrament gives us the light to see clearly 

the will of God and the strength to accomplish it. The 

confessor, thanks to the special grace of his office, helps us by 

his spiritual advice to discern between the temptations of the 

deceiver and the will of God. Keep in mind St. Paulôs saying: 

"Nothing is impossible for he who loves God."

 St. Rose History Tidbit #42: The design for St. Rose was a 

departure from the red brick Gothic generally popular in 

Quincy Catholic churches in those early years.  St. Rose is a 

mixture of architectural styles and features, best described as 

Venetian Gothic Revival; a mix of Gothic, Romanesque, and 

Byzantine elements.  Like the old Temple of Jerusalem on Mt. 

Sion, like St. Peter's of Rome and the early Christian churches 

and basilicas, St. Rose is aligned east and west, the vestibule 

opens to the East.
